Sunshine Statement:

In compliance with the 'Open Public Meetings Law' the Regular Meeting was duly advertised by an annual notice sent to the News of Cumberland County and the Press of Atlantic City, on January 11, 2011. Notices were placed on the Municipal Office bulletin board on the same date.

Others: Edward Salmon, Peter Hovnanian, William Bodwell, Kim Schalek Downes, Jeffrey Goodman, Ronald Morgan, Phil Caton, Dianne Bosco and Planning Board Member Alfred Caggiano, Jr.
Facemyer, seconded by Freitag, moved for Approval of Minutes of 6/16/11 Regular Meeting. Approved (4-0). 

Facemyer, seconded by Freitag, moved for Approval of Minutes of 6/16/11 Closed Executive Session Meeting. Approved (4-0).

DEPARTMENT & COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Administrator reported that installation of modified lighting fixtures in the municipal building and public works garage, through the Direct Install Grant, were completed on Friday June 24th. A June 23rd letter was sent to Dan Orr, Cumberland County Engineer, requesting temporary rumble strips at the Roadstown 4-way stop (Shoemaker noted that strips are in place).  Clerk transferred 2nd Qtr. Revenues to Hopewell Township Treasurer ($1003.81). NJ DOT has issued an intended approval of Business Park subdivision plans pending receipt of permit fees ($150.00). Construction Department submitted the June Permit Report ($4,314.00 in fees collected).
The Hopewell/Stow Creek Fire Department requested approval for expenses related to equipment purchase, OSHA testing and certification requirements, turnout gear, boots, etc. 
Shoemaker, seconded by Facemyer, moved to approve the requested expenses contingent upon receipt of past due quarterly funds from Stow Creek Township. (Approved 5-0)
Insurance: A claim has been filed for the June 9/10 lightning strike of ME Drive pump station.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions or comments and opened the meeting to PUBLIC COMMENTS. Dianne Bosco, 51 Dutch Neck Road, reported that the Cumberland County Public Works Department has not responded to her requests for assistance with drainage problems. There being no further public comment, at 7:12pm, Facemyer, seconded by Freitag, moved to close the meeting to Public Comments.
At 7:13pm Facemyer, seconded by Freitag, moved the meeting into EXECUTIVE SESSION for the purpose of discussing real estate and pending litigation.

At 9:17pm the meeting was returned to Open Session. 
Shoemaker, seconded by Freitag, moved to appoint Ritter and Hankins as a temporary “Land Acquisition” sub-committee. (Approved 5-0)

DEPARTMENT & COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
Public Works/Road: On June 28th, township employees participated in a memorial gathering in honor of Kennard Hildreth, former Hopewell Township Director of Public Works. Included was the planting of “Ken’s Tree”, a Red Maple tree, positioned in front of Ken’s former office. Planning and Zoning Boards: The meeting packet included a June 21st letter from Robert J. Pryor regarding review of the municipality’s existing regulations pertaining to the private use of renewable energy equipment and the construction of commercial renewable energy facilities. Also included was the June 30th Zoning Permit Report ($210.00). Tax & Sewer Collector submitted the June 2011 Cash Book Report $97,953.18 incl. interest and $12,713.73 sewer. Senior Center: Freitag reported that an Emergency Preparedness seminar will be held Tuesday, July 26th at the center.
A bill list dated 7/14/11 prepared by Treasurer Buttner was provided. Ritter, seconded by Facemyer, motion for Approval of bills totaling $197,622.73 on the prepared list (Including Payroll/Less Hankins Bill) was approved 5-0.

Community Market Project Update: Sol. T. Henry Ritter reported that Red Letter Properties, LLC. will be closing with the USDA on Friday, July 15, in regard to loan guarantee. Closing with Hopewell Township on the Business Park property is scheduled for Friday, July 22.
CCIA Shared Solid Waste Transportation Meeting: Clerk Daddario attended a preliminary meeting with the CCIA, exploring the possibility of a shared waste transportation service. 
Bostwick Lake Commission:  Included in the meeting packet was a memorandum from T. Henry Ritter, (June 28th), an executed Bostwick Lake Commission Agreement, Minutes of the June 9th meeting and the July 14th meeting agenda.
Joint Court Study: Analysis spreadsheets were distributed. They projected joint costs in comparison to present individual municipality costs. Committee concerns included the validity of capital cost projections, the difficulty of leaving the joint court structure, and the possibility of having a designated session for Hopewell Township/Greenwich Township/Stow Creek Township/Shiloh Borough. Mayor Hankins will relay these concerns at the next joint court meeting.
