In compliance with the 'Open Public Meetings Law' the Regular Meeting was duly advertised by an annual notice sent to the News of Cumberland County and the Press of Atlantic City, on January 11, 2011. Notices were placed on the Municipal Office bulletin board on the same date.  
Officials Present: Freitag, Shoemaker, Facemyer, Ritter. Absent: Hankins. Others Present: Sol. T. Henry Ritter, Sol. Matthew Ritter, Clerk Eugene Daddario. Others: Tom Tedesco, Anne Marie Tedesco, Bruce Cobb, Zarko Rajacich, and Planning Board Member Alfred Caggiano, Jr.
Freitag, seconded by Shoemaker, moved for Approval of Minutes of 9/8/11 Regular Meeting. Approved (4-0). 

Freitag, seconded by Shoemaker, moved for Approval of Minutes of 9/8/11 Closed Executive Session Meeting. Approved (4-0).

Freitag, seconded by Facemyer, moved to approve the Treasurers Report of 9/22/11 as submitted. Approved (4-0).

DEPARTMENT & COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Administrator was in receipt of a Governor’s Patriot Day Proclamation and a Maurice River Township Proclamation supporting the Hopewell Township Patriot Day Ceremony. Notices of Public Hearings on the proposed sale of Cumberland Manor are scheduled for October 24, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. (Cumberland County Court House) and November 10, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. (Hopewell Township Municipal Building). Clerk has received notice of a Cumberland County FEMA Kickoff Meeting Wednesday September 21 for the August 14, 2011 flooding event. Registration for 96th Annual League of Municipalities Conference is due for those planning to attend. Construction Department submitted the August 2011 Permit Report ($4,262.00). Engineer has forwarded notification of NJDOT Denial of Local Aid Infrastructure Funds for the Resurfacing of River Road, Section 1. The application will be re-submitted. Environmental Commission: Upper Cohansey Watershed Restoration Plan meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 14th at the Western Cumberland Senior Center (7:30pm). Zoning Board submitted Minutes of September 1 Meeting. Tax & Sewer Collector submitted the August Cash Book Report ($2,034,466.38 incl. interest and $67,100.67 sewer).

A bill list dated 9/22/11 prepared by Treasurer Buttner was provided. Facemyer, seconded by Shoemaker, motion for Approval of bills totaling $501,685.22 on the prepared list (Including Payroll/Less Hankins Bill) was approved 4-0. 

Facemyer, seconded by Shoemaker, moved for Approval of Hankins Bill ($202.41). Approved 4-0.

The Vice Mayor asked if there were any questions or comments and opened the meeting to PUBLIC COMMENTS. Bruce Cobb, a Hopewell Township appointee to the Bostwick Lake Commission, reported on decisions made at the September 21 meeting of the Commission. Fralinger Engineering was hired to inspect the dam as required by the State of New Jersey. Also discussed was the need to verify that the Commission and the Townships are properly insured. The Clerk was instructed to forward current policy information to the Commission. The Township Committee recommended that a licensed insurance agent be contacted for professional advice. There being no further public comment, at 7:16pm, Facemyer, seconded by Shoemaker, moved the meeting to Old Business.

OLD BUSINESS:
Joint Court Meeting: The next meeting to explore the formation of a Joint Court, comprised of several local municipalities, is scheduled for Thursday, September 29, 4:30 p.m., Upper Deerfield Municipal Building. Facemyer summarized the content of a proposed model agreement and voiced concerns with under estimating cost projections given at previous meetings.
The Clerk was instructed to draft a letter to Dan Orr, County Engineer, requesting that the temporary Three-way Stop at Minches Corner RD. and Beebe Run Road be made permanent after the reconstruction of Beebe Run Road is completed.

HOPEWELL TOWNSHIP ORDINANCE 11-06

An Ordinance Establishing That A Business Entity Which Makes Political Contributions To Municipal Candidates And Municipal And County Political Parties In Excess Of Certain Thresholds Shall Be Limited In Its Ability To Receive Public Contracts From The Township of Hopewell in the County of Cumberland 

(CONTRACTOR PAY-TO-PLAY REFORM ORDINANCE)

The Hopewell Township Committee of the Township of Hopewell does hereby Ordain:

WHEREAS, large political contributions from those seeking or performing contracts with a municipality raise reasonable concerns on the part of taxpayers and residents as to their trust in government and its business practices; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, a municipality is authorized to adopt such ordinances, regulations, rules and by-laws as necessary and proper for good government, as well as the public health, safety and welfare; and, 

WHEREAS, pursuant to P.L.2005, c.271 (codified at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-51) a municipality is authorized to adopt by ordinance, measures limiting the awarding of public contracts to business entities that have made political contributions, and limiting the contributions that the recipient of such a contract can make during the term of a contract; and, 

WHEREAS, in the interest of good government, the people and the government of the Township of Hopewell desire to establish a policy that will avoid the perception of improper influence in public contracting and local elections; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, it shall be the policy of the Township of Hopewell to create such a regulation which states that a Business Entity which makes political contributions to municipal candidates and municipal and county political parties in excess of certain thresholds shall be limited in its ability to receive public contracts from the Township of Hopewell and,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township of Hopewell in the County of Cumberland, and State of New Jersey, as follows:  

DEFINITIONS

As used in this ordinance:

(a) “Campaign Committee” means (i) every candidate for Township of Hopewell elective municipal office; (ii) every candidate committee established by or for the benefit of a candidate for Township of Hopewell elective municipal office; (iii) every joint candidate committee established in whole or in part by or for the benefit of a candidate for Township of Hopewell elective municipal office; (iv) every political party committee of the Township of Hopewell >; (v) every political party committee of the Cumberland County and (vi) every political committee, continuing political committee, or other form of association or organization that regularly engages in the support of candidates for the Township of Hopewell municipal or Cumberland County elective offices or Township of Hopewell municipal or Cumberland County political parties or political party committees.  The terms in the foregoing paragraph have the meaning prescribed in N.J.A.C. 19:25-1.7.

(b) “Contribution” has the meaning prescribed in N.J.A.C. 19:25-1.7.  By way of illustration, and not limitation, this definition includes pledges, loans, and in-kind contributions.

(c) A “contract for professional or extraordinary services” means all contracts for “professional services” and “extraordinary unspecifiable services” as such term is used in N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5.

(d) For purposes of this Ordinance, a “Business  Entity” whose contributions are regulated by this ordinance means: (i) an individual including the individual’s spouse, and any child/children; (ii) a firm; corporation; professional corporation; partnership; limited liability company; organization; association; and any other manner and kind of business entity; (iii) any person who owns 10% or more of the equity or ownership or income interests in a person or entity as defined in sections (i) and (ii) above and their spouses and child/children; (iv) all partners or officers of such an entity, in the aggregate, and their spouses and child/children; (v) any person, subcontractor, subsidiary, corporation, firm, partnership, limited liability company, organization or association who has received or indefeasibly acquired the right to  receive, from a person described in subparagraph (i) above, more than $100,000.00 in compensation or income of any kind (including, by way of illustration, and not limitation: wages, salaries, sums paid to independent contractors, benefits, dividends, profit-sharing, pension contributions, deferred contributions, stock, stock options or gifts), in any twelve (12) month period prior to the award of, or during the term of, a contract subject to this ordinance; and (vi) all persons who are an “affiliate” of a Business Entity as defined in sections (i), (ii) and (v) above, as such term is used in 11 U.S.C. 101(2). 

SECTION 1 – PROHIBITION ON AWARDING PUBLIC CONTRACTS TO CERTAIN CONTRIBUTORS 

(a) To the extent that it is not inconsistent with state or federal law, the Township of  and any of its departments, instrumentalities or purchasing agents shall not enter into any agreement or otherwise contract to procure "professional services" as such term is defined at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-2(6) and used at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(i) and/or banking, insurance or other consulting service (hereinafter "Professional Services"), nor "extraordinary unspecified services" as such term is defined at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-2(7) and used at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1)(a)(ii) and/or media, public relations, lobbying, parking garage management or other consulting and/or management service (hereinafter "Extraordinary Unspecified Services") from any Business Entity if such Business Entity has solicited or made any Contribution to (i) a candidate, candidate committee or joint candidates committee of any candidate for elective municipal office in Township of Hopewell or a holder of public office having ultimate responsibility for the award of a contract, or (ii) to any Township of Hopewell or Cumberland County political committee or political party committee, or (iii) to any continuing political committee or political action committee that regularly engages in the support of Township of Hopewell municipal or Cumberland County elections and/or Township of Hopewell municipal or Cumberland County candidates, candidate committees, joint candidate committees, political committees, political parties, political party committees, (hereinafter "PAC"), in excess of the thresholds specified in subsection (g) within one calendar year immediately preceding the date of the contract or agreement. 

(b) No Business Entity who submits a proposal for, enters into negotiations for, or agrees to any contract or agreement with the Township of Hopewell or any of its departments or instrumentalities, for the rendition of Professional Services or Extraordinary Unspecified Services shall knowingly solicit or make any Contribution, to (i) a candidate, candidate committee or joint candidates committee of any candidate for elective municipal office in Township of Hopewell or a holder of public office having ultimate responsibility for the award of a contract, or (ii) to any Township of Hopewell or Cumberland County political committee or political party committee, or (iii) any PAC between the time of first communication between that Business Entity and the municipality regarding a specific agreement for Professional Services or Extraordinary Unspecified Services, and the later of the termination of negotiations or rejection of any proposal, or the completion of the performance or specified time period of that contract or agreement. 

(c) The monetary thresholds of this Ordinance are: (i) a maximum of $300 per calendar year each for any purpose to any candidate or candidate committee for mayor or governing body, or $500 per calendar year to any joint candidates committee for mayor or governing body, or $300 per calendar year to a political committee or political party committee of the Township of Hopewell (ii) $500 maximum per calendar year to a Cumberland County political committee or political party committee; and  (iii) $500 maximum per calendar year to any PAC.  However, for each Business Entity party to a contract for Professional or Extraordinary Unspecified Services as defined in subparagraph (a), or engaged in negotiations for a contract defined in subparagraph (a), when such Business Entity’s Contribution is aggregated with all “persons” defined in subparagraph (d)  of “Definitions” above, by virtue of their affiliation to that Business Entity party, a maximum of $2,500 to all Township of Hopewell candidates, candidate committees, joint candidate committees, and holders of public office having ultimate responsibility for the award of a contract, all Township of Hopewell or Cumberland County political committees and political party committees as described herein combined, without violating subsection (a) of this section. 

(d) For purposes of this section, the office that is considered to have ultimate responsibility for the award of the contract shall be (i) the Township of Hopewell Mayor or Governing body, if the contract requires approval or appropriation from the Mayor or Governing body, or (ii) the Mayor of the Township of Hopewell if the contract requires approval of the Mayor, or if a public officer who is responsible for the award of a contract is appointed by the Mayor. 

(e) Rules regarding subcontractors.  No person may be awarded a subcontract to perform under a contract subject to this Ordinance, if the subcontractor would be disqualified by paragraph (a) from receiving the contract at the time that the subcontract is awarded.  Nor may any person who would be disqualified by paragraph (a) from receiving the contract perform substantially all of obligations described in a contract for professional or extraordinary services that is subject to this ordinance.

SECTION 2 - CONTRIBUTIONS MADE PRIOR TO THE EFFECTIVE DATE 

No Contribution or solicitation of contributions made prior to the effective date of this Ordinance shall be deemed to give rise to a violation of this Ordinance.  

SECTION 3 - CONTRACT RENEWAL

No contract subject to this ordinance may be renewed, extended, or materially modified unless the resulting renewal, extension, or modification would be allowable under the provisions of this ordinance if it were an initial contract. 

SECTION 4 - CONTRIBUTION STATEMENT BY BUSINESS ENTITY 

(a) Prior to awarding any contract or agreement to procure Professional Services" or Extraordinary Unspecified Services" from any Business Entity, the Township of Hopewell or its purchasing agents and departments, as the case may be, shall receive a sworn statement from said Business Entity which is the intended recipient of said contract that he/she/it has not made a Contribution in violation of Section 1 of this Ordinance. The Township of Hopewell its purchasing agents and departments shall be responsible for informing the Township of Hopewell that the aforementioned sworn statement has been received and that the Business Entity is not in violation of this ordinance, prior to awarding the contract or agreement. 

(b) A Business Entity shall have a continuing duty to report to the Township of Hopewell any Contributions that constitute a violation of this act that are made during the negotiation, proposal process or the duration of a contract.   The Township of Hopewell, its purchasing agents and departments shall be responsible for informing the governing body within ten (10) business days after receipt of said report from the Business Entity, or at the next Township of Hopewell’s Township Committee meeting following receipt of said report from the Business Entity, or whichever comes first.  

(c) The certification required under this subsection shall be made prior to entry into the contract or agreement with the Township of Hopewell, or prior to the provision of services or goods, as the case may be, and shall be in addition to any other certifications that may be required by any other provision of law. 

SECTION 5 - RETURN OF EXCESS CONTRIBUTIONS 

A Business Entity that is a party to a contract for Professional Services or Extraordinary Unspecified Services may cure a violation of Section 1 of this Ordinance, if, within 30 days after the date on which the applicable ELEC report is published, said Business Entity notifies the municipality in writing and seeks and receives reimbursement of the Contribution from the recipient of such Contribution.   

SECTION 6 - EXEMPTIONS 

The contribution limitations prior to entering into a contract in Section 1(a) do not apply to contracts which (i) are awarded to the lowest responsible bidder after public advertising for bids and bidding therefor within the meaning of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4, or (ii) are awarded in the case of emergency under N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6.   There is no exemption for contracts awarded pursuant to a "Fair and Open Process" under N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20 et seq. 

SECTION 7 - PENALTY 

(a) It shall be a material breach of the terms of a Township of Hopewell agreement or contract for Professional Services or Extraordinary Unspecified Services when a Business Entity that is a party to such agreement or contract has: (i) made or solicited a Contribution in violation of this Ordinance; (ii) knowingly concealed or misrepresented a Contribution given or received; (iii) made or solicited Contributions through intermediaries for the purpose of concealing or misrepresenting the source of the Contribution; (iv) made or solicited any Contribution on the condition or with the agreement that it will be re-contributed to a candidate, candidate committee or joint candidates committee of any candidate for elective municipal office in Township of Hopewell or a holder of public office having ultimate responsibility for the award of a contract, or any Township of Hopewell or Cumberland County political committee or political party committee, or any PAC; (v) engaged or employed a lobbyist or consultant with the intent or understanding that such lobbyist or consultant would make or solicit any Contribution, which if made or solicited by the professional Business Entity itself, would subject that entity to the restrictions of this Ordinance; (vi) funded contributions made by third parties, including consultants, attorneys, family members, and employees; (vii) engaged in any exchange of Contributions to circumvent the intent of this Ordinance; or (viii) directly or indirectly, through or by any other person or means, done any act which if done directly would subject that entity to the restrictions of this Ordinance.

(b) Furthermore, any Business Entity that violates Section 7 (a) (i-viii) shall be disqualified from eligibility for future Township of Hopewell contracts for a period of four (4) calendar years from the date of the violation. 

(c) Any person who knowingly, purposely, or recklessly violates any provision of this ordinance, or who conspires with another person to violate any provision of this ordinance, or who, with the purpose of promoting or facilitating a violation of this ordinance, solicits another person to commit it, or aids or agrees, or attempts to aid another person in planning or committing it, shall be subject to punishment including fines and/or imprisonment as fixed by law for violations of the ordinances of the Township of Hopewell.

SECTION 8 - CITIZENS PRIVATE RIGHT OF ACTION 

In addition to any rights that were heretofore available, or which may hereafter be available, to citizens, taxpayers, or associations, to challenge violations of this ordinance, every person aggrieved by a violation of the ordinance, or any taxpayer or resident of the Township of Hopewell has the right, consistent with the Rules of Court, to file charges in a court of competent jurisdiction, and/or to pursue a civil action for a violation of this ordinance in a court of competent jurisdiction, and to seek and obtain declaratory, injunctive, or other legal or equitable relief, including but not limited to, attorneys fees and costs, arising from or related to a violation of this ordinance. 

SECTION 9 - SEVERABILITY 

If any provision of this Ordinance, or the application of any such provision to any person or circumstances, shall be held invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance to the extent it can be given effect, or the application of such provision to persons or circumstances other than those to which it is held invalid shall not be affected thereby, and to this extent the provisions of this Ordinance are severable.  

SECTION 10 – INDEXING

The monetary thresholds of “Definitions” Section (d) and Section 1(c) of this ordinance shall be increased effective March 1 of each calendar year by the percentage increase, in the prior calendar year, of the consumer price index for all urban consumers (CPI-U) for the <New York-Northern New Jersey-Long Island> or <Philadelphia> region, rounded to the nearest $10.00.  The Clerk of the Township of Hopewell shall, by no later than April 1 of each calendar year, prepare and publish the revised thresholds on the official municipal website and in an official municipal newspaper. 

SECTION 11 - REPEALER 

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent with any provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed as to the extent of such inconsistencies. 

SECTION 12 - EFFECTIVE DATE 

This Ordinance shall become effective twenty (20) days following the final adoption thereof by the Hopewell Township Committee of the Township of Hopewell and shall be published as required by law.

Section 4.26 is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section 4.26, Permissible Uses

Commercial and Light Industrial: HCI shall now be known as Highway Commercial: HC
Agricultural/Industrial: A-I shall now be known as Agricultural/Business: AB
Zoning Ordinance Schedule “A”, pages 1 and 2 are hereby amended to reflect the renamed AB and HC Zones.
Section 6.34 is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

NO NEW ROADS IN AGRICULTURAL ZONE.  No subdivisions involving new streets or roads shall be permitted in the Agricultural (A) or Agricultural/Business (AB) Zones.

ORDINANCE NO. 11-08

AN ORDINANCE replacing the hopewell township 

recycling and solid waste ordinance, #3.04 

The Township Committee of the Township of Hopewell, in the County of Cumberland, in the State of New Jersey, does ordain:

Ordinance No. 3.04, An Ordinance of the Township of Hopewell establishing a program for the collection of newspapers, commingles, glass and metal food and beverage containers (GMFBC), pet-plastic bottles, food waste, white goods, leaves, corrugated high grade paper and other materials for the purpose of recycling and fixing penalties for violation thereof, shall be deleted and replaced and amended in its entirety so as to read:

Section One - Definitions


As used in this Ordinance, the following definitions shall apply:


(a)
“Act” shall mean the New Jersey Statewide Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, as amended.

 
(b)
“Aluminum can” shall mean food and beverage containers which are comprised entirely of aluminum and which contain and formally contained only non-aerosol edible substances.


(c)
“Apartment Complex” shall mean ten apartments or more located on a single property or contiguous properties under common ownership or management.  For this purpose, “apartment” shall mean an enclosed space that consists of one or more rooms occupying all or part of a floor or floors in a building of one or more floors or stories but not the entire building, and that is designated for use as a residence. 


(d)
“Cans” shall mean food and beverage containers comprised of aluminum, tin, steel, or a combination thereof, which contain or formerly contained only non-aerosol edible substances or such other substances as have been approved for recycling by the CCIA.


(e)
“Cardboard” shall mean all corrugated or other cardboard normally used for packing, mailing, shipping, or containerizing goods, merchandise, or other material, but excluding plastic, foam, or wax-coated or soiled cardboard.


(f)
“CCIA” shall mean the Cumberland County Improvement Authority, its successors and assigns.


(g)
“Commingled GMFBC and PET-Plastic bottles” shall mean source separated, nonputrescible recyclable materials that have been mixed at the source of generation (i.e. placed in the same container).


(h)
“Condominium complex” shall mean ten condominium units or more located on a single property or contiguous properties under common ownership or management.  For this purpose, “condominium” as in N.J.S.A. 46:8B-1 et. seq. shall mean a deed providing ownership by one or more owners of units of improvements together with an undivided interest in common elements appurtenant to each such unit.


(i)
“County” shall mean the County of Cumberland, State of New Jersey.


(j)
“County Plan” shall mean the District Solid Waste Management Plan for Cumberland County as approved by the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection.


(k)
“Designated recyclable materials” shall mean those materials designated within the Cumberland County District Solid Waste Management Plan to be source separated for the purpose of recycling. These materials include:

(l)
“Disposition” or “disposition of designated recyclable materials” shall mean the transportation, placement, or arrangement of designated recyclable materials for all possible end uses except disposal as solid waste.


(m)
“Electronic waste” shall mean a computer central processing unit and associated hardware including keyboards, modems, printers, scanners and fax machines; a cathode ray tube, a cathode ray tube device, a flat panel display or similar video display device with a screen that is greater than 4 inches measured diagonally and that contains one or more circuit boards, including a television, and cell phones;

(n)
“Food Waste” shall mean any waste generated by food service and/or food sales establishments that would normally be land-filled and can be used as animal feed or composted in some manner.  


(o)
“Glass” shall mean all clear (flint), green, and brown (amber) colored class food and beverage containers.  Glass shall not include crystal, ceramics, light bulbs, and plate, window, laminated, wired, or mirrored glass.


(p)
“Glass and metal food and beverage containers” (GMFBC) shall mean the type commonly found in the home, such as glass beverage containers, as well as those type of containers various foods are packed in, such as mayonnaise jars, pickle jars, ketchup bottles, etc.  Also such containers include beverage cans, food cans, or cans that have been used to contain a contaminant such as but not limited to cans used to hold paint, tar, motor oil, thinners, or other such materials not expressly approved for recycling by the CCIA and shall include HDPE plastic containers.


(q)
“Mobile home park” shall mean ten (10) mobile homes or more located on a single property or contiguous properties under common ownership or management.  For this purpose, “mobile home” shall mean a home, excluding travel trailers, which has a movable or portable unit, designed and constructed to be towed on its own chassis, and designated to be connected to utilities for year round occupancy.


(r)
“Municipal Recycling Plan” shall mean the recycling plan developed by and for this Municipality in accordance with Amendment 4 to the County Plan.  The Municipality Recycling Plan sets forth: (1) the materials to be recycled within the Municipality; (2) the method for collection and disposition of said recyclables; (3) the recovery rate goals; (4) the publicity and education measures to be used to promote recycling.


(s)
“Municipality” shall mean Hopewell Township, Cumberland County, New Jersey.


(t)
“Newspaper” shall mean paper of the type commonly referred to as news print and distributed at stated intervals, usually daily or weekly, having printed thereon news and opinions and containing advertisements and other matters of public interest.  Magazines are not considered news print.


(u)
“Paper” shall mean all newspaper, high-grade office paper, fine paper, bond paper, office paper, xerographic paper, memo paper, duplication paper, school paper, computer paper, and similar cellulosic material, but excluding wax paper, plastic or foil-coated paper, envelopes with glassine windows, carbon paper, blueprint paper, food contaminated paper, soiled paper, and cardboard.


(v)
“Person” shall mean any individual, firm, partnership, corporation, association, cooperative enterprise, trust, municipal authority, federal institution or agency, state institution or agency, municipality, or other governmental agency or any other entity or any group of such persons which is recognized by law as the subject of rights and duties.  In any provision of this Ordinance prescribing a fine, penalty, or imprisonment, the term “person” shall include the officers and directors of a corporation or other legal entity having officers and directors.


(w)
“Pet-Plastic” bottles shall mean all clear soft drink beverage containers manufactured in pet-plastic.


(x)
“Recyclable material” shall mean a material which would otherwise become solid waste, which can be collected, separated or processed, and returned to the economic mainstream in the form of raw materials or products.   


(y)
“Recycling” shall mean any process by which materials, which would otherwise become solid waste, are collected, separated or processed, and returned to the economic mainstream in the form of raw materials or products.  


(z)
“Recycling dropoff” shall mean any facility designated and operated solely for the receiving and storing of source-separated, nonputrescible metal, glass, paper, plastic containers, and cardboard.  


(aa)
“Resident” shall mean any human being or legal entity residing within the Municipality on a temporary basis, but excluding persons residing in hotels or motels.


(bb)
“Solid waste” shall mean garbage, refuse, and other discarded materials resulting from industrial, commercial and agricultural operations, and from domestic and community activities, and shall include all other waste materials including liquids, except for solid animal and vegetable wastes collected by swine producers licensed by the State Department of Agriculture to collect, prepare and feed such wastes to swine or their own farms.    


(cc)
“Source separate” shall mean to separate recyclable materials from the solid waste stream at the point of waste generation.


(dd)
“SWMA” shall mean the New Jersey Solid Waste Management Act, as amended.


(ee)
“White goods” shall mean all large appliances included but not limited to refrigerators, clothes washers and dryers, ranges, dishwashers and water heaters.


(ff)
All other terms and phrases shall be defined as defined in SWMA, regulations promulgated thereunder and the County Plan, unless content clearly requires a different meaning.

Section Two – Source Separation; Exemption from Source Separation Requirements

(a)
Mandatory source separation: It shall be mandatory for all persons who are owners, tenants, or occupants of residential and non-residential premises, which shall include but not be limited to retail and other commercial locations, as well as government, schools and other institutional locations within the Township of Hopewell to separate designated recyclable materials from all solid waste. Designated recyclable materials shall be deposited separate and apart from other solid waste generated by the owners, tenants, or occupants of such premises and shall be placed separately at the curb in a manner and on such days and times as may be hereinafter established by regulations promulgated by the Township. 

(b)
Exemptions: Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 13:1E-99.16(d), the governing body of a municipality may exempt persons occupying commercial or institutional premises within its municipal boundaries from the source separation requirements of the ordinance which requires persons generating municipal solid waste within its municipal boundaries to source separate from the municipal solid waste stream, the specified recyclable materials if those persons have otherwise provided for the recycling of all designated recyclable materials. To be eligible for an exemption pursuant to this Chapter, a commercial or institutional generator of solid waste shall file an application for exemption with the municipal recycling coordinator on forms to be provided for this purpose. The form shall include, at a minimum, the following information: the name of the commercial or institutional entity; the street address location and lot and block designation; the name, official title and phone number of the person making application on behalf of the commercial or institutional entity; the name, address, official contact person and telephone number of the facility which provides the service of recycling those designated recyclable materials, and a certification that the designated recyclable materials will be recycled, and that, at least on an annual basis, said recycling service provider or commercial/institutional generator shall provide written documentation to the municipal recycling coordinator of the total number of tons collected and recycled for each designated material.

Section Three – Establishment of Curbside Program

Collection of Recyclable Materials 

The collection of recyclable material shall be in the manner prescribed as follows: 

(a)
In the event that there is established, within areas of the Municipality a program (“curbside program”) for separate collection of newspaper, commingled glass and metal food and beverage containers (GMFBC) and pet-plastic bottles from all non-physically disabled residents of the Township located within said area and from all other persons, including commercial or institutional establishments, within said area whose solid waste is collected by or on behalf of the Township, said curbside program shall not apply to any apartment complex, condominium complex, or mobile home park.


(b)
Collections of recyclable materials pursuant to this section shall be made every week except in cases where the collection day falls upon holidays recognized by the Township.  Collection shall occur in accordance with a schedule of recycling collection areas and dates to be publicly advertised by the Township.


(c)
All residents of the Township within the area serviced by the curbside program established pursuant to this section shall source separate all designated recyclables and place them at the side of the road fronting their residence in the manner designated by Section 5 of this Ordinance and on the date specified for collection by the schedule published by the Township.


(d)
All persons other than residents served by the curbside program established pursuant to this Section shall source separate all designated recyclables upon receiving notice from the Township and shall place said recyclables for collection at a place, in a manner and at such times designated by the Township in said Notice.    


(e)
Designated recyclables for this curbside program established pursuant to this section shall consist of the following materials:

(i) Newspaper;

(ii) Commingled glass and metal food and beverage containers (GMFBC) and pet-plastic bottles.

Section Four – Requirements applicable to source-separation and collection of designated recyclables for the curbside program


In the event that a curbside program is established by the Township, all recyclables placed at the roadside by residents for collection pursuant to the Curbside Program established above, shall be prepared for collection in accordance with the following:


(a)
All newspaper shall be placed in paper bags or tied in bundles not exceeding thirty-five (35) pounds in weight nor exceeding one (1) foot in thickness.

(b) Glass and pet-plastic containers shall have caps and lids removed.

(c) Glass, pet-plastic bottles and cans shall be rinsed free of contaminants.

(d)
Commingled glass and metal food and beverage containers and pet-plastic bottles shall be placed in a separate container.  Plastic and/or paper garbage bags shall not be utilized as containers for GMFBC.

(e)
No material shall be placed at the roadside earlier than the evening of the day preceding a scheduled collection day.  Material must be placed at the roadside by 7:00a.m. on the scheduled collection day.  The bundled paper, and the containers of GMFBC and pet-plastic bottles shall be placed at the roadside for collection adjacent to one another and clearly separated from containers of solid waste.


In the event that a private hauler is picking up solid waste from any person in the Township, that private hauler and such person must comply with the requirements of this Ordinance.

Section Five – Establishment of Public Dropoff Program


(a)
There is hereby established a program (“public dropoff program”) for the source separation and delivery to a recycling dropoff of newspaper, GMFBC and pet-plastic bottles from all residents located in areas of this Township where a curbside program does not occur, with the exception of apartment complexes, condominium complexes, and mobile home parks.  


(b)
All residents of the Township served by the public dropoff program established pursuant to this section shall source separate all designated recyclables and shall deposit all such recyclables at the recycling dropoff designated by the Township.


(c)
Designated recyclables for the public dropoff program established pursuant to this section shall consist of the following materials:


(i) Newspaper:

(ii) Commingled glass and metal food and beverage containers (GMFBC) and pet-plastic bottles.

Section Six – Establishment of Dropoff Program for Apartment Complexes, Condominium Complexes, and Mobile Home Parks


(a)
There is hereby established a program (“public dropoff program”) for the source separation and delivery to a recycling dropoff of newspaper, GMFBC and pet-plastic bottles from all residents of apartment complexes, condominium complexes, and mobile home parks within the Township.


(b)
The owner and manager of every apartment complex, condominium complex and mobile home park within the Township shall provide and maintain in a neat and sanitary condition, recycling dropoffs to receive all designated recyclables generated by residents of the complex.  In cases where a condo association exists, the association shall be responsible for provision and maintenance of the dropoffs.  Said recycling dropoffs shall be constructed and capable of receiving designated recyclables within six (6) months of the effective date of this Ordinance.  


(c)
The owner and manager of every apartment complex, condominium complex and mobile home park shall arrange for the collection for recycling of all designated recyclables from said dropoffs.


(d)
The number and design of these recycling dropoffs required by this section for each apartment complex, condominium complex, and mobile home park shall be consistent with the guidelines provided by the Township and with the guidelines developed by the CCIA pursuant to the County Plan.  


(e)
Designated recyclables for the public dropoff program established pursuant to this section shall consist of the following materials:


(i) Newspaper:

(ii)
Commingled glass and metal food and beverage containers (GMFBC) and pet-plastic bottles.
Section Seven – Requirements Applicable to Source Separation and Placement of Designated Recyclables in Recycling Dropoffs

Designated recyclables required to be placed in recycling dropoffs pursuant to Section 4 or 5 of this Ordinance shall be consistent with the following:


(a)
All newspaper shall be placed in paper bags or tied in bundles not exceeding thirty-five (35) pounds in weight nor exceeding one (1) foot in thickness.

(b) Glass and pet-plastic containers shall have caps and lids removed.

 (c)
Glass, pet-plastic bottles and cans shall be rinsed free of contaminants.

(d)
Commingles GMFBC and pet-plastic bottles shall be placed in a receptacle designated for GMFBC and pet-plastic bottles at the recycling dropoff.

(e)
Newspapers shall be neatly stacked in the container designated in the recycling dropoff for such materials. 

Section Eight – Mandatory Commercial and Institutional Source Separation Program 


(a)
All persons within the Township who are not residents shall source separate at maximum practical levels and arrange for the collection and recycling of any of the designated recyclables in conformance with the County Plan.


(b)
Designated recyclables for the mandatory commercial and institutional source separation program shall consist of the following materials:

(i)
 High grade paper, including and limited to white letterhead paper, white bond paper, white tying paper, white copy paper, white note pad paper, white writing paper, white envelopes without glassine windows, other non-glossy white office paper without plastic.

(ii)
corrugated cardboard;

(iii)
Glass bottles and aluminum cans generated by food and beverage service establishments; and 

(iv)
Food waste generated by food service establishments and food sales establishments;

(v) Mixed paper not included in item (i), above;

(vi)
Any other metal or material unique to an establishment for which a market is available.


(c)
The arrangement for collection of designated recyclables for disposition hereunder shall be the responsibility of the person who generated the recyclables (“generator”) or the person contractually obligated to the generator to arrange for collection and disposal of its solid waste.  Said arrangements may include, without limitation, direct marketing of recyclables, delivery to a dropoff, contracts with solid waste collector/haulers for separate collection of any or all designated recyclables or contracts with other persons for separate collection of any or all designated recyclables.


(d)
Every business, institution, or industrial facility shall report on an annual basis to the Recycling Coordinator, on such forms as may be prescribed, on recycling activities at their premises, including the amount of recycled material, by material type, collected and recycled and the vendor or vendors providing recycling service. 

(e)
All food service establishments, as defined in the Health Code, shall, in addition to compliance with all other recycling requirements, be required to recycle grease and/or cooking oil created in the processing of food or food products, and maintain such records as may be prescribed, for inspection by any code enforcement officer.

Section Nine – Mandatory Source Separation of Leaves


(a)
No person shall dispose of leaves, arrange for the disposal of leaves, or cause leaves to be disposed at any solid waste facility other than a composting facility.


(b)
All persons who gather leaves and who are served by a municipal program for separate collection of leaves shall source separate all leaves and place them for collection at the times and in the manner heretofore and hereafter prescribed by Hopewell Township.


(c)
All persons who gather leaves and who are not served by a municipal program for separate collection of leaves shall arrange for the separate disposal or processing of leaves at a composting facility or an agricultural, horticultural, silvicultural, or other commercial operation which processes or utilizes leaves for compost, mulch, or other beneficial uses.


(d)
Nothing herein shall require any person to gather leaves or prevent any person from utilizing leaves for compost, mulch, or other agricultural, horticultural, silvicultural, gardening or landscaping purposes.

Section Ten – New Developments of Multi-Family Residential Units or Commercial, Institutional, or Industrial Properties (Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 13:1E-99.13a and 99.16c)

(a)
Any application to the Land Use Board of the Township of Hopewell for subdivision or site plan approval for the construction of multi-family dwellings of three or more units, single family developments of 50 or more units or any commercial, institutional, or industrial development for the utilization of 1,000 square feet or more of land, must include a recycling plan. This plan must contain, at a minimum, the following: 

(i) A detailed analysis of the expected composition and amounts of solid waste and recyclables generated at the proposed development; and 

(ii) Locations documented on the application’s site plan that provide for convenient recycling opportunities for all owners, tenants, and occupants. The recycling area shall be of sufficient size, convenient location and contain other attributes (signage, lighting, fencing, etc.) as may be determined by the municipal recycling coordinator. 

(b)
Prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy by the Township of Hopewell, the owner of any new multi-family housing or commercial, institutional, or industrial development must supply a copy of a duly executed contract with a hauling company for the purposes of collection and recycling of source-separated recyclable materials, in those instances where the municipality does not otherwise provide this service. 

(c)
Provision shall be made for the indoor, or enclosed outdoor, storage and pickup of solid waste, to be approved by the municipal engineer. 

Section Eleven – Unlawful Activities; Nuisance

(a) It shall be unlawful for:

(i)
any person other than those persons authorized, to collect any designated recyclable which has been placed at the roadside for collection or within a recycling dropoff pursuant to this Ordinance;

(ii)
any person to violate or to cause or to assist in the violation of any provision of this Ordinance or any provision of the County Plan concerning recycling;

(iii)
any person to place or to cause to be placed any material other than a designated recyclable in or near a recycling dropoff;

(iv)
any person to hinder, to obstruct, to prevent, or to interfere with Hopewell Township, the County, or any other authorized persons in the performance of any duty under this Ordinance or in the enforcement of this Ordinance.

(v)
any person to deposit at the Municipal Solid Waste Convenience Center any solid waste having mixed with it any recyclable material required to be separated and deposited a the recycling dropoff.

(b) All unlawful conduct set forth in Section 9(a) shall constitute a public nuisance.

Section Twelve – Non-Collection of Solid Waste Contaminated by Designated Recyclables


(a)
This Municipality or any other person collecting solid waste generated within this Municipality may refuse to collect or accept solid waste from any person who has clearly failed to source separate recyclables designated under an applicable section of this Ordinance and any person who has deposited solid waste without the recyclable material being separated may be required to separate recyclable material from solid waste at the Solid Waste Convenience Center.  


(b)
It shall be unlawful for solid waste collectors to collect solid waste that is mixed with, or contains visible signs of, designated recyclable materials. It is also unlawful for solid waste collectors to remove for disposal those bags or containers of solid waste which visibly display a warning notice sticker or some other device indicating that the load of solid waste contains designated recyclable materials. 

(c)
It shall be the responsibility of the resident or occupant to properly segregate the uncollected solid waste for proper disposal or recycling. Allowing such unseparated solid waste and recyclables to accumulate will be considered a violation of this article and the local sanitary code. 

(d)
Once placed in the location identified by this Ordinance, or any rules or regulations promulgated pursuant to this Ordinance, no person, other than those authorized by the municipality, shall tamper with, collect, remove, or otherwise handle designated recyclable materials.

Section Thirteen – Other Means of Disposal

Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, any resident of the Municipality may donate or sell any recyclable to any other person, whether operating for a profit or not for profit, provided however that the person receiving the recyclables shall not, under any circumstances, collect the donated or sold material from any established recycling collection route or from a recycling dropoff without prior permission from this Municipality for such collection.  Permission for such collection shall not be given for any day other than a Saturday or Sunday and, in no case, shall such permission be given to collect recyclables from a recycling dropoff.

Section Fourteen – Non-Interference with Existing Contracts

(a)
Nothing contained in this Ordinance shall be construed to interfere with or in any way modify the provisions of any existing contract which is consistent with N.J.S.A. 13:1E-19 and in force in the Municipality on the effective date of this Ordinance.


(b)
No renewal of any existing contract upon the expiration of the original term thereof and no new contract for the collection, transportation, processing or purchase of solid waste or recyclables shall be entered into after the effective date of this Ordinance, unless such renewal or such contract conforms to the requirements of this Ordinance. 

Section Fifteen – Penalties


(a)
Any person who engages in unlawful conduct as defined in this Ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, in a proceeding before a Court of Competent Jurisdiction, be sentenced to a term of imprisonment not to exceed ninety (90) days, or to pay a fine of not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) and not less than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) or both.  


(b)
Each continuing day of violation of this Ordinance shall constitute a separate offense.


(c)
The Code Enforcement Official, the Department of Health, the Recycling Coordinator, the Property Maintenance Official, the Housing Officer, and the Cumberland County Department of Health are hereby individually and severally empowered to enforce the provisions of this Ordinance. An inspection may consist of sorting through containers and opening of solid waste bags to detect, by sound or sight, the presence of any recyclable material.

Section Sixteen – Injunctions; Concurrent Remedies


(a)
In addition to any other remedy provided in this Ordinance, this Municipality may institute a suit in equity where unlawful conduct or public nuisance exists as defined in this Ordinance for an injunction to restrain a violation of this Ordinance or the County Plan.  In addition to an injunction, the Court may impose penalties as authorized by Section 13 hereof.


(b)
The penalties and remedies prescribed by this Ordinance shall be deemed concurrent.  The existence or exercise of any remedy shall not prevent this Municipality or the County from exercising any other remedy provided by this Ordinance or otherwise provided by law or equity.
Section Seventeen – Construction


The terms and provisions of this Ordinance are to be liberally construed, so as to best achieve and to effectuate the goals and purposes hereof.  This Ordinance shall be construed in pari materia with SWMA and the Plan.

Section Eighteen – Severability


The provisions of this Ordinance are severable.  If any provision of this Ordinance or its application to any person or circumstances is held invalid, it shall not affect any other provision or application of this Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application of the Ordinance.

Section Nineteen – Repealer


All provisions of any other Ordinance which are inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section Twenty – Convenience Center

Use of the Hopewell Township Solid Waste Convenience Center shall be made only at the times and in accordance with the rules and regulations adopted for operation of the center by the Hopewell Township Committee.  Use of the Convenience Center shall be limited to residences of Hopewell Township and Greenwich Township, or their agents approved by the Township, which users hold a current Convenience Center Permit on their vehicles and such use shall be limited to the disposal of household trash generated at the personal residence of the user in Hopewell or Greenwich Township.  Any use of the Convenience Center other than as authorized in this Section shall be only upon special permit issued on a one-day basis at the Hopewell Township Office.  Violation of this section shall be punishable by a fine of up to $1,000.00.
